FRONTISPIECE. Not many families of the graduates of Allegheny College were found to be as large as this one.

During the thirty-year period studied no marked decrease in the size of the families occurred, but even at the be-
ginning of the period the children of Allegheny graduates were too few to replace their parents. This family could
be divided into three "average families" of the group as a whole. When all factors are taken into account, two
and a fraction children fall decidedly short of being enough to perpetuate this very desirable element of the popu-
lation. This finding -confirms what other investigators have found to be true of the families of the graduates of
the larger colleges, and shows the tendency of this select clement of the population to diminish in numbers under
existing economic and social conditions. Our institutions of higher learning appear to aid in reducing the propor-
tion of eugenically superior families. No doubt the next suggestion of radical reformers will be to send defectives
to college to be sterilized, and keep the good stocks outside to raise families.
